PART : II

TOURIST ARRIVALS

The tourism sector in Nepal is experiencing a remarkable recovery in 2024, 
following the challenges posed by the global pandemic in previous years. This 
recovery is reflected in the significant rise in the number of tourists arriving in the 
country, with the total number reaching 1,147,548 visitors in 2024. This represents 
a substantial 13.07% increase compared to the previous year, signaling the return 
of international travel confidence and Nepal’s growing appeal as a top destination 
for tourists.

The surge in arrivals also highlights a shift in the dynamics of international 
tourism to Nepal, with changes in the patterns of origin countries. In 2024, India 
continues to dominate as the largest source of tourists, contributing a substantial 
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27.69% of the total tourist arrivals. This is consistent with Nepal’s geographic 
proximity and strong cultural, religious, and economic ties with India. However, 
the composition of international visitors has evolved, with the United States 
emerging as the second-largest source country, accounting for 9.69% of tourist 
arrivals.

China, another significant source of tourists, contributed 8.88% of total 
arrivals in 2024. Despite geopolitical challenges and previous travel restrictions, 
Nepal remains an attractive destination for Chinese visitors, particularly those 
interested in Tibet, trekking, and Nepal’s rich cultural heritage. The United 
Kingdom ranks fourth, contributing 4.77% of the tourist traffic ,and Bangladesh 
rounds out the top five, with 4.59% of arrivals, which reflects the close cultural and 
historical connections between Nepal and its neighboring country.

The mode of transport has also seen interesting shifts. Among the 1,147,548 
tourists visiting Nepal in 2024, the overwhelming majority (89.23%, or 1,023,937 
tourists) arrived by air. This is indicative of Nepal’s reliance on air travel, with 
the country’s major international airports, particularly Tribhuvan International 
Airport in Kathmandu, serving as primary gateways for visitors from around the 
world. The increase in air arrivals can also be attributed to the easing of travel 
restrictions, improved air connectivity, and the growing popularity of Nepal’s 
world-renowned trekking destinations, which require easy access to the capital. 
On the other hand, land arrivals, though a smaller proportion of the total, remain 
significant, with 123,611 tourists (10.77%) entering Nepal by land in 2024. Most 
of these land arrivals come from neighboring Ssrilanka, Thailand and China, with 
tourists using roadways to cross into Nepal..

In conclusion, the tourism sector in Nepal is not only recovering rapidly 
but is also witnessing evolving patterns in terms of the countries of origin and 
modes of travel. The growth in tourist numbers and the diversification of Nepal’s 
visitor base suggest a promising future for the tourism industry, driven by Nepal’s 
unique offerings, ranging from its breathtaking natural landscapes to its rich 
cultural heritage. As Nepal continues to develop its infrastructure and promote 
sustainable tourism, the sector is likely to remain a vital pillar of the country’s 
economy in the coming years.

LENGTH OF STAY

In 2024, the average length of stay for tourists in Nepal saw a modest 
increase compared to 2023. The average length of stay in 2023 was recorded at 
13.2 days, and in 2024, this number rose by 0.76%, reaching a total of 13.3 days. 
While this increase may seem relatively small, it holds significant implications 
for Nepal’s tourism sector. The length of stay is a key metric within the tourism 
industry, offering valuable insights into various aspects of both visitor behavior 
and the broader economic impact of tourism.

One of the most important aspects of the average length of stay is its direct 
relationship with the economic contribution of tourism. Longer stays typically 
lead to higher spending on accommodation, food, transportation, and activities, 
which in turn contributes more to the local economy. By tracking changes in this 
metric, stakeholders in Nepal’s tourism industry—such as hotel operators, tour 
guides, transportation companies, and local businesses—can better understand 
trends and make informed decisions regarding resource allocation and marketing 
efforts. The length of stay can offer an indication of the effectiveness of tourism 
marketing strategies. In Nepal’s context, marketing initiatives focusing on diverse 
tourist attractions, ranging from the Himalayas to cultural heritage sites, may be 
contributing to this positive trend.

It is also worth noting that while the 0.76% increase in length of stay is 
relatively modest, this trend may have broader implications when observed over 
several years. A consistent increase in the length of stay over time can signal a 
positive shift in the tourism sector’s stability and growth, potentially attracting 
higher-value tourists who are willing to stay longer and spend more. 

While the rise in the average length of stay by 0.76% in 2024 may appear 
minor, it represents an important development in Nepal’s tourism industry. This 
shift suggests a positive trend in visitor behavior, with potential benefits for the 
local economy, marketing efforts, and overall tourism satisfaction. Monitoring 
such metrics will remain crucial as Nepal continues to shape its tourism strategies 
and seeks to build a more sustainable and prosperous tourist sector in the years 
to come.

PART : IV

PURPOSE OF VISIT

In 2024, the distribution of purposes for tourist visits to Nepal exhibited some 
notable shifts compared to the previous year, reflecting evolving trends in global 
travel and changing preferences among international visitors. The largest segment 
of tourists, 60.4%, visited Nepal primarily for holiday celebrations and leisure, 
marking a slight decrease from the previous year’s figure. This category remains 
the most dominant, but the slight drop suggests a growing diversification of 
reasons for travel. The demand for relaxation, cultural experiences, and exploration 
continues to drive this segment, though the overall interest in traditional holiday 
tourism appears to be somewhat declining. 

In 2024, adventure tourism in Nepal grew significantly, with 14.5% of visitors 
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coming for activities like trekking, mountaineering, and other outdoor adventures. 
This is up from 13.1% in 2023, showing growing interest in Nepal’s mountains and 
natural beauty.

Pilgrimage tourism, which has deep historical and cultural significance in 
Nepal, also saw a noticeable rise in 2024. Approximately 15.3% of tourists visited 
Nepal for religious purposes, up from 13.1% in 2023. Nepal, home to several 
significant Hindu and Buddhist sites like Lumbini, Pashupatinath, and Muktinath, 
continues to attract spiritual travelers. 

Other categories of tourism, which may include medical tourism, business 
travel, and visiting friends or relatives, accounted for 9.8% of all visits in 2024, up 
slightly from 9.2% in 2023. This segment reflects a broad range of travel purposes, 
highlighting Nepal’s wide range of attractions beyond traditional tourism. The 
steady growth in this area suggests that Nepal is becoming an increasingly 
important destination for a variety of non-leisure tourism activities, potentially 
providing further opportunities for economic expansion.

The shifting patterns in tourist motivations are crucial for understanding 
the evolving nature of Nepal’s tourism sector. By examining these changes, 
policymakers can better tailor their strategies to foster long-term growth and 
sustainability in the industry. For example, the rise in adventure tourism and 
pilgrimage travel may encourage investments in infrastructure, such as trekking 
routes, safety measures, and religious site maintenance. 

Moreover, these shifts in tourist behavior provide valuable economic data 
that can help policymakers develop targeted marketing campaigns, incentivize 
new forms of tourism, and invest in local communities that benefit from tourism. 
As tourism continues to be a major contributor to Nepal’s economy, these insights 
are essential for ensuring that growth in the sector is inclusive and provides 
tangible benefits to both local residents and visitors. By promoting tourism in a 
way that aligns with global trends and visitor interests, Nepal can attract more 
international travelers, create employment opportunities, stimulate the economy, 
and foster sustainable tourism practices for the future.

TREKKING & EXPEDITION

In 2024, Nepal’s adventure tourism sector continued to flourish, with the 
country solidifying its position as one of the premier global destinations for 
mountaineering and trekking. The country’s famous mountain peaks attracted 
climbers, trekkers, and adventure seekers from around the world, fueling this 
growth. The number of expedition teams permitted in 2024 reached 2,375, 
marking a 5.42% increase from the previous year. This surge in expeditions 
reflected growing international interest in Nepal’s mountain challenges, as well as 
its emerging reputation as a destination for various adventure activities, including 
trekking, mountaineering, and even paragliding.

In addition to climbing expeditions, trekking remains a central pillar of 
Nepal’s adventure tourism industry. Trekking enthusiasts traveled to Nepal’s 
diverse landscapes, from the green foothills of Annapurna to the high-altitude 
trails in Khumbu and Langtang. In 2024, a total of 1,147,548 tourists visited Nepal, 
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with a notable 166,394 embarking on trekking journeys across the country. 

Furthermore, the adventure tourism sector’s growth in Nepal also led to 
increased investments in infrastructure, such as better trekking routes, upgraded 
tea houses, and improved transportation networks, especially in the more remote 
areas. This infrastructure development has made Nepal more accessible to a wider 
range of travelers, from those seeking challenging expeditions to those interested 
in cultural treks or leisurely hiking experiences.

The government of Nepal and local tourism authorities have also been 
active in promoting sustainable tourism practices. Efforts have been made to 
balance the growth of adventure tourism with environmental conservation.. 
Initiatives such as waste management programs, eco-friendly trekking lodges, 
and promoting responsible tourism practices have been at the forefront of 
maintaining the country’s natural beauty for future generations. As adventure 
tourism grows, Nepal’s reputation as a top destination for explorers, climbers, and 
trekkers keeps growing. People come not just for the challenge, but to connect 
with the natural beauty and rich culture of the Himalayas.

PILGRIMAGE

Nepal is a popular pilgrimage destination known for its rich history, culture, 
and sacred sites. Its mix of religious traditions and amazing natural beauty attracts 
both pilgrims and tourists. Lumbini and Pashupatinath are two of Nepal’s most 
important pilgrimage sites, drawing thousands of visitors from around the world 
each year. 

Lumbini, the birthplace of Lord Buddha, holds a special place in the hearts 
of millions of Buddhists worldwide. Recognized as a UNESCO World Heritage 
Site, Lumbini is a symbol of peace, enlightenment, and spiritual awakening. It is 
here that Siddhartha Gautama, who later became the Buddha, was born in the 
6th century BCE. The site is home to a number of significant landmarks, including 
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the Maya Devi Temple, the sacred Lumbini Garden, the Ashoka Pillar, and various 
monasteries built by Buddhist communities from around the world. The serene 
environment of Lumbini, combined with its deep spiritual connection, makes it 
the most visited pilgrimage site in Nepal by foreigners. In 2024, Lumbini attracted 
1,172,304 visitors, including 759,990 from Nepal, 300,889 from India, and 111,425 
from other countries. This highlights Lumbini’s global importance as a major 
pilgrimage and Buddhist tourism destination.

Pashupatinath, like Lumbini, is an important destination for pilgrims 
from Nepal and around the world. It is a significant site for Hindus, known for 
its spiritual atmosphere and religious rituals. In 2024, Pashupatinath welcomed 
136,139 international visitors, solidifying its reputation as a top pilgrimage spot 
in Nepal.

Lumbini and Pashupatinath are important religious sites in Nepal, 
attracting visitors for spiritual reflection and tourism. They reflect Nepal’s rich 
cultural heritage and traditions. These places not only hold religious significance 
but also play a key role in Nepal’s tourism and reputation as a peaceful, spiritual 
destination. The steady flow of visitors shows the deep respect people from all 
backgrounds have for these sacred sites.

INCOME GENERATION

In the first seven months of the fiscal year 2080/81, Nepal’s tourism sector earned 
NRs. 45,684.8 million. This marked a strong contribution to the country’s economy, 
showing the growth and rising significance of tourism. The sector likely benefited 
from more international tourists, improvements in hospitality services, and efforts 
to promote Nepal’s rich cultural and natural heritage.
In the same period of the following year, 2081/82, tourism earnings increased 
slightly to NRs. 49,214.6 million. This rise can be attributed to various factors, such 
as changes in global economic conditions, shifts in travel trends, or special events 
in Nepal that attracted more international visitors.

FLIGHT & PASSENGER  

MOVEMENT

Nepal’s aviation sector is experiencing rapid growth, with 35 of its 54 airports 
currently in operation. In addition, one domestic and one international airport 
are under construction, which will further improve the country’s connectivity. 
However, 19 airports remain inactive and are yet to contribute to the aviation 
network.

International air travel to and from Nepal is flourishing, with 31 international 
airlines operating in the country. These airlines collectively carried nearly 5 million 
passengers, with 2,607,515 traveling abroad and 2,355,951 arriving in Nepal. This 
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high volume of traffic was supported by an impressive 33,247 flights. As a result, 
Nepal has signed civil aviation agreements with 42 countries, highlighting its 
increasing role in global air connectivity.

Domestically, Nepal is served by 22 airline companies that provide both 
fixed-wing aircraft and helicopter services. These airlines offer essential services 
across the country, making it easier for people to travel within Nepal’s varied and 
challenging terrain.

TOURISM INDUSTRY

In 2024, the hospitality and travel industry experienced significant 
growth. There were 1,578 hotels across the country, from luxury to 
budget options, offering a total of 62,642 beds available daily. The travel 
sector also grew, with 4,963 travel agencies and 3,252 trekking agencies 
operating. Additionally, more professionals, including tour guides, 
tour operators, trekking guides, and river guides, joined the industry, 
contributing to a more vibrant tourism experience.

TOURISM EDUCATION

The National Academy of Tourism and Hotel Management (NATHM) is a leading 
public institution in Nepal, focused on training skilled professionals for the country’s 
growing tourism sector. Since it was established, NATHM has made a significant impact on 
the future of tourism by offering various academic programs. From the fiscal year 2070/71 
to 2080/81, the academy enrolled 295 students in the Master of Hospitality Management 
(MHM) program, 1,947 students in the Bachelor of Hotel Management (BHM) program, 
and 1,362 students in the Bachelor of Travel and Tourism Management (BTTM) program.

In addition to NATHM, the Nepal Mountain Academy also plays an important role in 
tourism education. It offers specialized programs such as the Master of Adventure Tourism 
Studies (MATS) and the Bachelor of Mountaineering Studies (BSM). In 2024 alone, the 
academy trained 1,468 students in various tourism and adventure-related courses.
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While NATHM and Nepal Mountain Academy are at the forefront, many private 
institutions across the country also provide valuable tourism-related academic courses 
and professional training. Together, these institutions are working to equip individuals 
with the skills and knowledge needed to succeed in Nepal’s rapidly expanding tourism 
industry.
